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Welcome to the Open Source Software Charity Fundraiser CD Project Kit.

The basis of thisKit isto assist in putting together the software equivaent of fundraiser chocolates,
cookies or pens. something with which your charity can offer to people and companies who offer
donationsin return. In short, this Kit is here to make it easy for your charity to find a new source of
fundraising revenue.

ThisKit isintended for two types of audience:
staff or the volunteers of any charities
community-minded computer club, PC user group or Linux user group.

This document provides a complete Kit for your charity to produce the CDs, cover art for the
modern DV D cases, as well as ideas and suggestions as to how to go about raising donations.

This Kit was made by Cybersource Pty. Ltd. in Australia. Cybersource is along-standing member
of a software group known as the open source community.

The open source community is made up of millions of software developers, artists and other
creative people, sometimes working for small and large computer companies. This community
among other things, has an interest in the production of a globally available, non-proprietary,
guality software catalog, which can be used by individuals and business, at no cost.

Many members of the open source community, much like most charities, are socially conscious.
There thus exists a great synergy between the two groups, of which one manifestation may become
projects like this one; using the efforts of talented software development individuals from around
the world, to produce a package that can (indirectly) benefit organisations such as charities.

Open source (www.opensource.org also known as free software, or software libre www.fsf.org) has
become one of the premiere methods by which modern software is developed and distributed. It has
many advantages in both technology and community-focus over proprietary, closed source
software.

What distinguishes open source softwareisthat it can be made available for no (i.e. zero) cost, can
be freely re-distributed, copied and installed on as many computers as you like, and is provided
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with the source code (the programming instructions, as written by the developers of the software.)

The Linux operating system (www.linux.org) is but one famous example of open source software.
There are around 100,000 other such open source applications available, for free. The Internet was
developed on, and operates primarily on open source software. Many of the worlds premiere
computer companies (IBM, Sun Microsystems, HP) are heavy donators to open source software
projects.

Y ou are given permission, and indeed encouraged to redistribute this Kit, aswell as mirror it off
your website. Further, if you are acomputer enthusiast Linux User Group or PC club member, you
are encouraged to bring this to the attention of every and all charities which you believe may benefit
from this project. Y ou may also need to assist the charity in question with the downloading and re-
production of the CD-R, and any further technical points which they may need help with.

In order to proceed with using this Kit as the focus of a fundraising drive to your donator-
constituents, you will need access to:

1) A fast Internet connection. Thisis so you can download the software CD-ROM image from the
software archive.

2) Accessto acolour printer. Thisis so that you can print the DV D-case sleeve, to present amore
professional looking product. Alternatively, you could arrange printing (perhaps at low, charity-
rate cost) from a printing firm.

3) Accessto aCD-R writer, for the production of the CDs

4) An understanding of your target constituency for fundraising

5) Volunteers or fundraisers, trained in how to distribute the CDs

Wewill dea with each of these items in more detail, in turn.

The software for this Kit is made available in what is known as a CD-ROM (or 1SO) image. There
are two options for the software for this Kit. One is available from the TheOpenCD website here:
http://www.theopencd.org/ the other is available from the GNUW:in project website here

Y ou, or an associated group (computer club, Linux User Group) with afast (cable modem, ADSL,
or broadband) Internet connection, will need to download this disk image or software archive, and
then using CD-ROM creation (or burning) software, copy thisimage to a CD-R disk. As all the
software on TheOpenCD or GNUWIn is open source, this activity is not only totally legitimate but
also strongly encouraged.
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A DVD caseisthe clear-plastic case that most CD
(music, software, games console, etc) comes packaged in
nowdays. In order to produce a professional-looking
software package which your charity can offer to your
donator-constituents, such a case is recommended. This
Kit includes an example of just such asleeve. You are
free to print your own, bearing in mind that it isa good
ideato carefully match what you claim on the deeve
with the actual contents of the Charity Fundraiser CD.

For best results, it is recommend that you print the case deeve on agood quality colour printer
(either bubble-jet or colour Laser). If your charity does not have access to such equipment, seek
assistance from a printing bureau or photocopy service firm.

A CD-R (Compact Disk-Recordable) is the means by which you distribute the software archive
which forms the core of the Open Source Charity Fundraiser CD. Whileit is harder to produce the
CD-R(om) disks than printing the case deeves, it's not that much harder. Thisis the step where
having some friendly neighbourhood computer expert will be most useful. Y ou have afew
alternative in producing these CDs.

Firstly, if your charity (or a volunteer) has access to a CD-RW disk
burner/writer, you can use software to make as many CD-R disks your
charity needs to distribute for fundraising. If, on the other hand, you
have alargish charity, and you are confident of issuing hundreds or
thousands of Charity Fundraiser CDs, then perhaps you should discuss
these needs with acommercial CD duplication service. There are
facilities for the cheap re-production of CDsin most major cities, and
in sufficient volume, the price may drop to less than US$0.50 per CD.
These firms may also be able to produce/print high-quality labels which sit on top of the CD,
marking the CD with your charities details.

We obviously cannot make arecommendation of sale price for the CDs, as many factors comeinto
play: the price of software in your country; the cost of production and distribution; the likely
generosity of your donators etc. Our experience indicates that aCD in aclear plastic sleeve (i.e,
with no additional DV D case and printout costs) could be sold for around US$3.50 and be a
profitable fundraiser for the charity. With the DVD case and the added costs, a price of US$6.50 is

appropriate.
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Who should your target audience be for seeking donations? In most countries, many businesses,
government agencies and organisations use computer software very heavily. Many individuals also
use computer software at home. As the software supplied on the Charity Fundraisers CD has close
to a number of major business and consumer software applications, including OpenOffice, afully-
fledged Microsoft Office-compatible office suite, aimost all (Microsoft Windows) computer user's
will have great reason to donate money to your charity to acquire this CD.

When selling the Charity Fundraiser CDs, ensure that your volunteer fundraiser staff have been
given a copy of this Kit document, and that they have read and understood it, particularly the
aspects pertaining to the software, the nature of the software (open source) and the fact that the
donators whom you provide copies of the Charity Fundraiser CD to understand that they are ableto
install the software which comeswith the CD as many times as they like, and that they in turn are
ableto re-distribute it.

If your organisation or charity is not particularly experienced with computers, CD-ROMs and the
Internet, you may be able to seek assistance from your local Linux Users Group. There are
thousands of such groups around the world, in amost every major city and region, and they are
normally run by very community-minded and friendly computer enthusiasts, who might be
interested in assisting your charity if asked. For afull list (and contact details) of Linux User

All the software on the CD which forms the core of thisKit is available on the Internet, at no cost.
As such, al support for the software should initially be derived from the Internet. The software list
is provided on the GNUWIin and OpenCD sites, includes afull set of Internet addresses, showing
you the locations for contact, information and support. This information should aso be available on
the CD itself, and can be impressed upon your donators, when they acquire the CD from your
fundraising staff.

In order to produce Open Source Charity Fundraiser CDs, you will need to download various
documents, print them out and package them into a CD kit. These documents, along with the
original material from which they were created, are linked to below. Y ou can download them and
replicate them as you see fit.

In order to produce professional-looking charity fundraiser CDs, you need to have the top of the CD
printed. Thisis generally done by most printing companies as well as CD duplication companies.

Y ou have two options when producing CDs for fundraising purposes. One option isto merely print
the artwork onto the top of the CD and to place the CD into a clear plastic dleeve. Thisis useful for
keeping the cost of production down. The other optionisto put the fundraiser CDsinto DV D cases,
which you can purchase in low volumes at relatively low cost (circa US$1.00 each.)
